	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

The Asian American Workforce Development Corporation (AAWFDC) is a non-profit community based organization whose goal is to enhance the lives of immigrants and economically disadvantaged residents in the Massachusetts’ towns of Quincy, Malden, and Boston’s Chinatown through services enabling them to achieve lasting economic self-sufficiency.  

The services to be provided to help these people include translation services, one-on-one counseling, job readiness training (resume writing, interviewing skills, etc.), job placement, and ESOL classes.  Follow-up will continue after client has been placed in a job.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

Expected outcomes from this proposal are as follows:  A four percent increase of Asian clients annually (an increase about 270), 300 individuals will receive one-on-one counseling, 136 will learn job readiness skills in their native languages, 75 will access ESOL classes (with 60 on scholarships), 30 will obtain occupational skills training, 60 will be placed in employment (average $12/hr), 90% retention at 3 months, and 85% retention at 6 months.
