	POPULATION SERVED:  Job seekers, especially those with major barriers to employment, who want to be self-employed.  

	
	

	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

Since 2002, the BDAG has worked with the Falls Church One-Stop SkillSource Center to help provide access for job seekers who wish to become self employed.  Self-employment can be a valuable option for those interested or those who want to try to minimize their barriers to employment. The Group mostly works with immigrants to try and maximize their potential.  Other BDAG projects include Small Business Development for Language Minorities, Self Sufficiency through Self-Employment, Small Business Assistance in Commercial Revitalization Areas, Expanding Employment Opportunities, Entrepreneurship for New Americans, and Project Reaching Out.  
The program will use the grant to help people with barriers to employment start their own companies.  BDAG will distribute a business materials packet that will include information and resources for business start-up.  The outreach program will entail a marketing campaign advertising the partnership with the One-Stop and the services of the One-Stop.  Assessments to see if self-employment is the right choice are given to each individual and each receives technical assistance and one-on-one counseling.  Finally, workshops will be offered to teach entrepreneurial tips and skills.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

The BDAG has 5 goals it wants to pursue:  Increased awareness of self-employment, increased service delivery to job seekers, increase number of job seekers seeking self-employment, creation of new jobs through self-employment, and job retention.  To do this, several things will occur.  For the first goal, information about self-employment will be available at all area One-Stop centers in Fairfax.  For the second goal, BDAG will refer 40-50 clients to the One-Stop.  Furthermore, One-Stop will refer 80-100 of its clients to self-employment.  In regards to the third goal, 100-120 job seekers will receive business service to see if self-employment is a viable option.  The new entrepreneurs will open 15-20 new businesses and 20-25 new jobs with hourly wages at $11.  Ten to 15 businesses and jobs will remain open for a year.
