	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

This project plans to serve mainly Vietnamese immigrants (in U.S. 15 years or less), and refugees.  The main two areas of activities are sponsoring the Tuong Van Monastery, for Buddhists’ spiritual training, and providing social services through volunteers.  
Upon enrolling for this organization’s services, a client will be assessed for their skill level and then given the complying services.  The services offered include driver’s training, job counseling, orientation to working in Northern Virginia, office skills training, access to job fairs, referrals, and follow-up.  ESL classes, financial literacy education, job interview workshops, transportation, resume preparation, and referral to SkillSource are also available.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

Under the project to be funded, 80 people should be served.  Of those 80, all will improve their English skills, knowledge of workplace norms, ability to drive, and understanding of OSHA standards; 40 will be job-ready and transferred to SkillSource; and 30 will find employment or better jobs with average hourly earnings of at least $10 and job retention of at least six months.
