	POPULATION SERVED:  At-risk youth, single parents with dependents under 18 years, low-income families, limited-English-speaking adults, veterans, and community/faith-based constituents.  If funding continues, outreach will expand to include specific new outreaches to veterans and low income families.  

	
	

	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

IVROPCF is a non-profit organization which strives to serve their mainly Hispanic population with the services most needed.  If refunded through this grant, the organization will include special outreach to assist low income families in filing for the Earned Income Tax Credit from the IRS, recently separated and first generation immigrants.  
The services to be provided will include supporting and complementing One-Stop Center services to help reduce barriers to employment; expanding the access of FBCO clients to training, job, and career services offered by the local One-Stops; leveraging volunteer hours and donations; and providing assistance for low-income families to file for EITC. 
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

Project Providing Unlimited Employment By Linking Organizations (PUEBLO) proposes to serve 120 participants (Youth-60; Adult-60) at the One Stop office with the following anticipated results.  Individuals entering employment will equal 25, with 5 adults showing an earning change of $3,800.  The average hourly wage for place participants will be $7.90.  At three months after being hired, 20 individuals will retain employment; at six months, retention should be 16 individuals.  Forty youth will obtain a high school diploma; 30 will enroll in post-secondary education or advanced training; and 20 will obtain a certificate.  Thirty of the targeted youth will show academic growth of one year in Math and English.
