	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

OAR is a program that seeks to aid and restore offenders as meaningful members of society.  The program receives the majority of its clients from the Arlington and Alexandria Detention Centers.  OAR starts its re-entry process in the jail itself.  Inmates are given the option of courses from 20 different areas of study.  In FY2007, OAR has served 769 clients by providing courses and instruction.  After release, each client is eligible for post-release re-entry services with an assigned case manager.  This includes aid in clothing, housing, identification, transportation, and employment.  
OAR hopes to increase its current pre-release programming by adding 2 courses and increasing the number of individuals aided by the program by 15% (1,766). They also want to increase their post-release programming by 15%.  OAR wants to institute a new program entitled “Step Up.”  It is a program that is designed to help clients who have maintained employment for over six months and have a desire to improve their employment status as well as increase cooperation with two One-Stop Career Centers.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

OAR has three goals it wants to achieve with the funding provided by this grant.  The first is to increase the number of offenders who obtain jobs with their assistance by 25%.  Secondly, the program wants to ensure that the employment is retained by 70% of those who received a job after 3 months and 60% after 6 months.  The third goal of the program is secure a pay increase to $9-$15 an hour for those employed for longer than six months.  In addition, OAR and One-Stop will serve 10 clients quarterly through the online job search program, provide 10 clients quarterly with office skills and technical skills training, reach 400 inmates annually through the One-Stop Center orientation in jails, find a minimum of 4 new employers per quarter, and reach at least 4 new ex-offenders through One-Stop Centers each quarter.
