	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

Pharr Literacy Project (PLP) is a faith-based non-profit organization with a focus on lower-income families and individuals with low English-speaking skills.  They provide an English curriculum that combines an intensive course of functional, work-related English with on-the-job work experience.  They also offer partnership with the local OneStop to help unemployed adults and youth obtain and retain employment.  Instruction is also offered in typing, basic office skills, and computer literacy classes.   
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

PLP expects to serve at least 64 students.  Of those 64, 24 will be from the three current GED classes; 8 will be from one additional adult GED class; 8 will be from a new bilingual class; 6 will be from a mini-GED class; 20 will be from the continuation and expansion of the English 911 class; 12 will be from the English Immersion class; and six will be from a Computer and Office Skills class.  In addition, 10 individuals will be placed in postsecondary education or advanced training; 30 will be placed in jobs; and the hourly average wages at time of job placement will be $6.00.
