	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

The PAFC is an organization that targets mainly Polish-speaking recent immigrants in the central Connecticut area.  In addition to ESL classes, and computer and citizenship education, PAFC also provides job development and referral, resume writing, work readiness assessment, access to and assistance with on-line job searches, translation and notarizing documents, preparing clients for job interviews, job coaching and follow-up, referral to One-Stops, as well as other social services.  Because of their special knowledge of Eastern Europe, they are able to give employers a better idea of the clients’ work experience.  With the translation services, PAFC staff has helped avert or resolve misunderstandings or miscommunication between employees and their supervisors.
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

The total number of clients served through this grant is expected to be 350.  Of those 350, 40 will be placed in post-secondary education or advanced training; 70 will enter employment; at the end of each quarter, respective 3- and 6-month job retention numbers should be increased by approximately 11 people; 120 will be referred to a OneStop Center; 60 OneStop clients will be referred to PAFC.  In addition, 240 volunteer hours will be served and 15 new One Stop-business connections will be established.
