	POPULATION SERVED:  This project serves residents in Kings County, NY.  Services include low income housing, housing for persons with AIDS and homeless youth, employment programs for the homeless and incarcerated, case management, and substance abuse services.

	
	

	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)
Public Resources will improve a continuum of care to address undeserved community residents.  Public Resources proposes to improve its employment counseling services focusing on: (1) conducting employment training services at NYC’s Rikers’ jail prior to release, (2) training faith-based organizations with employment ministries that serve the structurally unemployed, and (3) training community-based organizations with similar missions.
Public Resources has been working with FBCOs in Central Brooklyn for almost twenty years.  For the past four years he has worked actively with a faith-based organization to develop housing for homeless residents.
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)
Public Resources plans to serve 125 individuals, enroll 63, employ 38, and to retain at least 23 individuals by the end of the 18 months.  Public Resources believes that average wages at hire and at end of program will increase by 10 percent; 20 percent of enrollees will enter post-secondary education or advanced training during the period either via community-based referrals known to Public Resources or via the One-Stop; three employment presentations to faith-based organizations in Central Brooklyn, of which at least one will be conducted by the One-Stop.
