	POPULATION SERVED:  At-risk youth, young women, welfare families, individuals coping with drug addiction, families affected by HIV/AIDS, ex-offenders re-entering their communities, and adults with disabilities seeking employment.  The program seeking funding focuses on ex-offenders.  

	
	

	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

TM2K has been providing social services to the northeastern communities of New Jersey since 1999.  It’s holistic services include educational training, life-skills, substance abuse prevention/intervention, GED preparation, mentoring, counseling, transitional housing assistance, employment readiness and placement, and case management services.  In addition to these social services, TM2K operates an Intensive Out-Patient Ambulatory Facility for mental health and substance abuse treatment and counseling.  
TM2K has access to the Bergen County jail and Northern State prison through a current grant program which focuses on substance abuse treatment, but wants to increase this avenue by implementing “Working Out for Ex-Offenders.”  This program would provide ex-offenders with pre-employment life skills training, access to legal assistance, interventions for domestic violence, substance abuse/HIV/AIDS counseling, support groups and mentoring, job readiness instruction, occupational training, GED preparation, and many other aids.  The program will outreach to inmates who are within 90 days of the end of their sentence as well as probationers and parolees.  TM2K will utilize to curricula:  Life-skills training which will focus on soft skills and substance abuse prevention and STEPS to Career Success which focuses on increasing a participant’s chances for long-term success in the workforce.  Intensive case management for all clients will occur.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)  
During the 18 months of this grant, TM2K will serve 75 individuals.  Of these, 10% will be placed in post-secondary or advanced training.  Fifty-five percent (55%) of participants will be placed in a job after completing training/life skills and will earn an average wage of $10 per hour.  Fifty-five percent of ex-offenders will be continuously employed for three months.  Forty percent will be continuously employed for 6 months.
