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DECISION and ORDER 
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 The issue is whether the Office of Workers’ Compensation Programs properly reduced 
appellant’s monetary compensation benefits effective September 5, 1995 based upon his ability 
to perform the duties of a retail trade sales clerk. 

 The Board finds that the Office of Workers’ Compensation Programs’ hearing 
representative’s decision dated March 6, 1996 is in accordance with the facts and law of the case 
and hereby adopts the hearing representative’s findings and conclusions. 

 Accordingly, the decision of the Office of Workers’ Compensation Programs dated 
March 6, 1996 is hereby affirmed. 
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
