The issue is whether the Office of Workers Compensation Programs properly denied
appellant continuation of pay on the grounds that written notice of injury was not filed within 30
days of the date of theinjury.

The Board finds that the May 5, 2003 decision of
the Office is in accordance with the facts and the law in this case and hereby adopts the findings
and conclusions of the Office hearing representative.
