THE WORST FORMS OF CHILD LABOUR

THE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDONESIA,

that Indonesian children, either as individuals or as the nation’s continuing
generations, must have their growth and development safeguarded so that

they can grow up normally physically, mentally, socially and intellectually;

that the employment of children, in particular the employment of children in
the worst forms of child labour, is very dangerous for the child and will
prevent the child from growing up and developing normally like all the other
children and is very much in opposition to the rights of the child and the

universally-recognised values of humanity;

that Indonesia has ratified ILO Convention No. 182 concerning the
Prohibition and Immediate Action for the Elimination of the Worst Forms of

Child labour with Act No. 1 of the Year 2000;

that Article 6 of that ILO Convention No. 182 stipulates the formulation and

implementation of a National Plan of Action to eliminate the worst forms of

child labour;

that in respect of that which has been referred to under point a, point b, point
¢, and point d above, it is considered necessary to establish The National Plan
of Action for the Elimination of the Worst Forms of Child labour with a

Presidential Decision;
