The project will contribute to the effective prevention and
elimination of hazardous and exploitive child labor among
boys and girls affected by HIV/AIDS in selected countries
in Affica, with a particular focus on Uganda and Zambia.

The project targets 1,600 children affected by
HIV/AIDS for withdrawal and another 2,000 for
prevention from working in commercial sexual
exploitation, domestic service, agriculture and in the
informal sector.

To contribute to the effective prevention and elimination of
hazardous and exploitive child labor among boys and girls
affected by HIV/AIDS in selected countries in Africa, with
a particular focus on Uganda and Zambia.

Immediate objectives:

e Community-based models for assisting AIDS
orphans and girls and boys affected by AIDS at risk
of entering child labor, through education and
social protection, will be adopted by relevant
national organizations in Uganda and Zambia, and
available for replication in other countries in the
sub-region.

e Policy makers and program planners in the field of
HIV/AIDS and child labor in the sub-region will
have mainstreamed tools, policy recommendations
and good practices for dealing with HIV/AIDS and
child labor.

e  Provide appropriate gender-sensitive educational
services, including primary education, vocational/skills
training and community-based coping strategies to
2,000 children affected and/or orphaned by HIV/AIDS
in several districts in both Uganda and Zambia.

e Provide social support and transitional services,
including counseling and health care, to 1,600 children
withdrawn from child labor to mitigate the impacts of
HIV/AIDS on them and their households.

e Train relevant organizations dealing with child labor
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
