All workers targeted for services also have been certified by
the Labor Department as eligible for Trade Adjustment
Assistance (TAA). Through today's grant, the workers will be
provided with access to "wrap-around" services that are not
available through the TAA program. These include career
counseling, job search assistance, job placement and follow-
up services.
