United States Department of Labor Day

labored; and

and institutions of higher learning to improve job training, provide lifelong learning 
opportunities and advance efforts for profitable employment; and 

WHEREAS, the impact of the United States Department of Labor has reached outside 
the confines of the workplace, touching people's lives at all stages, by allowing parents to 
take leave and tend to loved ones, training veterans and young people for the careers of a 
lifetime, and guaranteeing the pensions of retired workers; and

Americans and it will address tomorrow's conditions, and meet the needs of future 
workers with the same insight, foresight and passion it has shown for the past century;
