WHEREAS, apprenticeships embody the highest competency standards, instructional rigor, and quality training of all career-
based programs of study; and,

WHEREAS, National Apprenticeship Week is an opportunity for the nation’s apprenticeship community to tell the story of
apprenticeship and is an invitation to business and industry, educational institutions, career seekers, community-based
organizations, students, and workers to learn about the real world advantages of apprenticeships; and,

WHEREAS, National Apprenticeship Week is a unique chance for employers to plan and host events that showcase
leadership, raise awareness, and promote the value of career-based training systems and create signature events locally,
regionally, or nationally; and,
