WHEREAS, the Pennsylvania Apprenticeship Coordinators Association membership led the
development of the National Handbook of Accreditation for Registered Apprenticeship programs, and
serve as representatives on the first apprenticeship liaison committee to the U.S. Dept. of Education, and

WHEREAS, the Pennsylvania Apprenticeship Coordinators Association has the first freestanding
apprenticeship program to offer a degree in Construction Technologies in the Commonwealth and the
nation; and
