	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

For All His Children Ministries has established a Community Life Center whose mission it is to promote self-sufficiency and independence for individuals who are unemployed or underemployed.  The CLC offers employment related services such as intensive case management, pre- and post job placement mentoring, financial literacy, life and employability skills workshops, and job coaching to help retain employment.  They also partner with the local One-Stop frequently to help those in need.  Aside from employment help, they offer life-skills and social services such as food, financial assistance, information, and referrals.  
With this grant, the CLC hopes to expand its employment-related services.  The new process will include intake, case management, job placement, and post-job placement services.  By incorporating resources from the One-Stop, CLC will assess the skills of the individual, make a situational improvement plan and then use the training at both the CLC and One-Stop to improve his or her situation.  The CLC will soon become a Mini-Career Link Center to aid those who cannot reach the actual One-Stop on their own.  The grant will also help expand their life-skills and social services by allowing them to help more people and institute more workshops.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)  
The CLC expects to provide case management services to 200 participants in collaboration with the One-Stop Career System.  Twelve of these participants will be placed in post-secondary education or advanced training through the One-Stop.  Seventy percent will receive employment at an average hourly wage of $12.  Ninety-eight clients will be continuously employed for 3 months and 84 will be continuously employed for 6 months.  In regards to their social services, 40 participants will complete the FDIC’s Money Smart Financial Literacy Course.  Two hundred sixty individuals will attend “Keeping Employment for your Success” workshops.
