	POPULATION SERVED:   The low-income, homeless, minority, ex-offender, immigrant, veteran, limited English-speaking, single working mothers, victims of violent crimes and disabled populations of Pima County, AZ.  

	
	

	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

The Giving Tree Program is a faith-based non-profit organization that works with the Pima County One-Stop Career Center.  Together they provide employment and social services to the homeless and marginalized groups.  Examples of their assistance include feeding programs for the homeless, housing for low income mothers and children, homeless shelters, tutoring and mentoring for at-risk children and youth, emergency monies for low income families, and other worthwhile endeavors.  
The program will strive to enroll clients and place them into employability skills training.  This will entail courses on resume building, labor market info, interviewing skills and other skills.  The program will also teach life skills such as conflict resolution, problem solving and dealing with the stigma surrounding them.  Job retention support will be available, as will job coaches and volunteers to help.  They have an existing rapport with the area One-Stop in helping to make clients WIA eligible.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

During the grant period, the GTOP Jobs Program will enroll 75 individuals that are WIA eligible.  Of those 75, 8 will be placed will be placed in advanced training or secondary education.  57 will be placed in living wage employment with 54 continuously employed for 3 months and 6 months.  Enrollees will work at least 30 hours a week at a job paying above minimum wage.
