	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

Holly Community, Inc (HCI) is a private nonprofit organization, which, having assessed the barriers which cause unemployment to those with disabilities, provides personalized and holistic support to individuals with disabilities seeking employment.  HCI is dedicated to developing partnerships with the Lower Shore OneStop and collaborating with local and regional organizations.   
HCI plans to expand partnerships with agencies of the local OneStop that will effectively respond to demand-driven local economy and labor market opportunities.  It will develop and fund an integrated campaign and support expanded business partnerships for on-site training programs, apprenticeships, and volunteer opportunities.  It will increase services to 60 disabled adults, document at least 20 participants who will have enrolled in post-secondary education or entered employment, and will document at least 15 employers who remain employed throught eh end of the grant period.
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

HCI’s “Discovery Works” program will enable participants to discover their personal strength, weakness, aptitudes and skills; and develop a plan to improve their marketability.  They will understand employment mandates and incentives and will receive one-on-one and group-based networking while enrolled in the program.  After finishing the program, they will still be eligible for some mentoring (monthly for 6 months, and bi-monthly for 6 months after) to encourage retention.  HCI will track customers’ progress through monthly pre- and post-placement reports.
