	POPULATION SERVED:  Ex-offenders and their families in Pinellas County.  The program would also include immigrants, those of limited proficiency in English, veterans, single parents, low income families and the homeless.  

	
	

	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

PERC has provided limited to comprehensive intensive case management for large numbers of ex-offenders in the Pinellas County area.  It has been a valuable referral agent for the Pinellas County Judicial and Corrections agencies and affiliates.  Every year, PERC does a presentation entitled “Coming Home: Showcase of Services for the Ex-Offender.”  In this, more than 40 faith based agencies and organizations provide referrals and connections to housing, clothing, food and other needs to ex-offenders.  This is a major program with services from many different aspects of the community from businesses aiding in job searches and resume writing to the Pinellas County School System helping ex-offenders learn ways to continue their education.  
The PERC Works program is a cornerstone of its mission.  It helps ex-offenders learn the skills they need to acquire work.  PERC Works will partner with WorkNet Pinellas, the local One-Stop location to provide services to ex-offenders leaving the Pinellas County Jail and other Department of Corrections facilities.  This project would include comprehensive case management to clients.  The program would also include pre- and post-job placement mentoring, job retention support, life and employability skills training, and housing, health, and substance abuse assistance.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

The PERC Works Program will recruit and serve a minimum of 775 WIA qualified individuals.  At least 270 of these will be placed in jobs or job advancement programs and will have follow-up sessions with volunteers for a minimum of 6 months.  PERC Works will refer at least 75 low-income working individuals to WorkNet for job skills training.  And 270 participants will receive like skills, job coaching, and mentoring from PERC Works.  They estimate that 75% of placements will remain employed for a minimum of 6 months.
