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The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA) fails to contain a conscience clause that
prevents Catholics and other persons of good will from having their rights and freedoms impinged upon
by the many problematic provisions enacted under PPACA.
 
Pregnancy is not a disease and that reasonable and robust conscience protections should be enacted
for all Americans, not just "religious employers."
