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General Comment

Nearly all Americans will use birth control at some point in their lives, so no one should be able to
deny them access to it on the grounds of their private religious conviction. Access to birth control
is smart public policy: it reduces the number of unwanted pregnancies, it allows individuals to
make more responsible life decisions, and it saves the government money in the long term. Do not
let the demands of a small minority of healthcare workers threaten anyone's access to birth
control!
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
