I am writing today to express my opposition to this part of the proposed regulations.

I selectively use put and call options to reduce the risk in my IRA and Roth IRA portfolios. Covered call options
allow me to enhance the yield on my held stocks and provide an alternative to selling my stock to reduce risk.
Put options allow me to generate additional income and / or reduce the purchase price of stocks that I want to
buy. I have found them to be useful tools in managing the investments in my accounts to enhance income and
reduce risk. In my opinion, any new restrictions on option trading should be limited to reducing abuses which
surely exist while not adversely impacting their sound and reasoned use.
