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ORDER AWARDING AN 
ATTORNEY’S FEE 

 
Claimant’s counsel, Heath M. Long, filed an itemized fee petition requesting a fee 

for legal services performed in this appeal pursuant 20 C.F.R. §802.203.  He requests a fee 

of $5,975.00 representing ten hours at an hourly rate of $300.00 and 8.5 hours at an hourly 

rate of $350.00.  No objections to the fee petition have been received.
