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PURPOSE:  To inform the Office of Apprenticeship (OA) and the State Apprenticeship 
Agencies (SAA) staff, Registered Apprenticeship program sponsors, and other Registered 
Apprenticeship partners of the approval of revised National Guidelines for Apprenticeship
