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	PURPOSE:  To inform OA staff, State Apprenticeship Agencies (SAAs), Registered Apprenticeship Sponsors, and other Registered Apprenticeship partners of the rescission of the occupation 4,800 hour Telecommunication Technician (Alternate Title:  Broadband Technician), was inadvertently added to the List of Apprenticeable Occupations as a 4,800 hour time-based occupation versus the original 8,000 hours time-based occupation, as it was approved in Bulletin 91-11 on December 6, 1991. 
BACKGROUND:  Upon review, OA has determined the Telecommunication Technician (Alternate Title:  Broadband Technician), 4,800 hour time-based occupation, was inadvertently added to the List of Apprenticeable Occupations.  In light of this decision, OA is removing the 4,800-hour Telecommunication Technician (Alternate Title:  Broadband Technician) occupation from the current List of Apprenticeable Occupations.  The OA Administrator approved this rescission on October 17, 2018.
ACTION:  OA staff, SAA staff, Registered Apprenticeship Sponsors, and other Registered Apprenticeship partners should familiarize themselves with this bulletin.  OA staff, SAA staff, Registered Apprenticeship Sponsors, and other Registered Apprenticeship partners may not register new programs or apprentices in the Telecommunications Technician (Alternate Title:  Broadband Technician) occupation listed at 4,800 hours.
