PURPOSE:  To inform the staff of OA, and the State Apprenticeship Agencies (SAA), 
Registered Apprenticeship program sponsors and other Registered Apprenticeship partners of 
the approval of an amendment to the National Guidelines for Apprenticeship Standards for the 
United Brotherhood of Carpenters and Joiners of America.  The amendments are as follows: 
Appendix D Qualifications and Selection Procedures – Section II Application Process 
paragraphs A-5 and B-2 should refer to item B, in Section I “Minimum Qualifications; B 
Qualifications for Selection #6 to include pre-apprenticeship and Section III Selection 
Procedures to provide more clarification on the “Intent to Hire” as an Alternative Selection 
Method.
