· Start with an Engaging Introduction Capture the reader's interest with an introduction that explains your research's relevance and significance.
· Explain the Methodology Concisely Use plain language to summarise your research design and methods. 
· Highlight Key Findings Summarise the main research findings in a straightforward manner. Use visuals to present data if possible.
· Relate to Real-World Implications Explain how the research findings are relevant to everyday life issues. 
· Identify Future Research Avenues Suggest potential areas for further research on the topic. Mention unanswered questions or avenues for exploration.
· Use Visuals Strategically Incorporate visuals to enhance understanding, but ensure they are clear and relevant to the content.
· Keep it Readable Use short paragraphs, bullet points, and headings to enhance readability. Break down complex information into small blocks.
· Printing Remember to modify the background colours of this template to make it more printer-friendly.

· Explain the relevance and main contribution of the research. 
Methodology
· Briefly describe the research design, data collection methods, and analytical techniques used. 
· Highlight any innovative aspects of the methodology.
· Briefly discuss the robustness of the used data and methods. 
Results
· Summarise the key data sources and variables used in the study. 
· Present the main findings of the analysis, organised around the research question(s).
· Provide interpretation of the findings in simple language.

Conclusions
· Summarise the main findings and their implications. 
· Emphasise the contributions of the research and its potential impact. 
Further steps
· Highlight any recommendations or areas for future research.
· Identify specific policy implications arising from the research findings. 
· Identify key stakeholders who should be involved in the next steps. 

Discussion
· Analyse and interpret the findings within the broader theoretical framework. 
· Discuss the implications and contributions of the research. 
· Address any limitations or challenges encountered during the research process. 
· Consider comparing and contrasting the findings with the existing literature.
