The issue is whether the Office of Workers Compensation Programs properly refused to
reimburse appellant for expenses of relocating from Cedar Rapids to Libertyville, lowa to accept
suitable employment.

The Board finds that the July 26, 2000 decision of
the hearing representative of the Office is in accordance with the facts and the law in this case
and hereby adopts the findings and conclusions of the hearing representative.
