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SEM Updated the week of July 18, 2016! 

The Site Exposure Matrices (SEM) website has been updated! This update makes the website 

current through May 16, 2016. New information is now available for 45 DOE sites including the 
Feed Materials Production Center (Fernald), Kansas City Plant, Los Alamos National 
Laboratory, Oak Ridge Gaseous Diffusion Plant, Oak Ridge National Laboratory, and the Rocky 
Flats Plant.  In addition, a significant improvement in uranium mine data was completed.  

DOL received 16 public submittals since the last update on November 13, 2015. It is DOL’s goal 
to answer public inputs within one week of receipt, and each of the submittals received during 

this period has been answered. DOL used input in those submittals to make changes and 
improvements in the SEM data of three DOE sites.  
 
Other improvements made since the last update include the addition of new incident information 

at Area IV of the Santa Susanna Field Laboratory, the addition of 145 Los Alamos National 
Laboratory buildings, and the addition of 17 work processes at the Oak Ridge National 
Laboratory.   

Since the SEM first became available to the public on March 2010, there have been eleven 

revisions of the SEM website. Prior to the release of a new version, the US Department of 
Energy (DOE) reviews the new and revised information to ensure that no classification issues 
exist. If necessary, changes are made. For this most recent version, no changes were required.
