FEDERAL BLACK LUNG PROGRAM 
If you are a current or former coal miner, or the survivor of a miner whose death was attributed to 

pneumoconiosis (Black Lung disease), and are interested in learning about the program, please stop by! 

The Black Lung Benefits Act provides compensation to coal miners who are totally disabled by 
pneumoconiosis arising out of coal mine employment, and to survivors of coal miners whose deaths are 
attributable to the disease.  The Act also provides eligible miners with medical coverage for the 
treatment of lung conditions related to pneumoconiosis.
